ORDINANCE REGARDING CONSUMPTION OF  
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES  IN PUBLIC PLACES 

 

4.48.090 - Limited alcoholic beverage use on public property—Special permit.  

Notwithstanding the other prohibitions of this chapter, after considering the 
recommendation of the Chief of Police, the City Council may grant special 
permits for the sale or consumption of wine or beer at special functions or 
activities in a park or other public place if there is a public benefit to the 
community. Any such special permit shall also be subject to the requirements 
of the California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control. For purposes of 
this section, public place includes the Manhattan Beach Pier but excludes the 
remainder of the public beach.
